1. 
Electronic health records have the potential to reduce several types of errors, including those related to prescription drugs, to preventive care, and to tests and procedures.  Important features of modern EHR software include automatic drug-drug/drug-food interaction checks and allergy checks, standard drug dosages and patient education information, such as describing common side effects. Recurring alerts remind clinicians of intervals for preventive care and track referrals and test results.

Health informatics is essentially the intersection of people, information and technology. Health informatics deals with the resources, devices, and methods required to optimize the acquisition, storage, retrieval, and use of information in health and biomedicine. Health informatics tools include not only computers but also clinical guidelines, formal medical terminologies, and information and communication systems.
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
