Describe the benefits of Health Information Exchanges.  

Health information exchanges provide the capability to electronically move clinical information among disparate health care information systems while maintaining the meaning of the information being exchanged. The goal of HIE is to facilitate access to and retrieval of clinical data to provide safer, more timely, efficient, effective, equitable, patient-centered care. HIE is also useful to Public Health authorities to assist in analyses of the health of the population.

How will electronic health records contribute to reducing medical errors? 

Electronic health records have the potential to reduce several types of errors, including those related to prescription drugs, to preventive care, and to tests and procedures.  Important features of modern EHR software include automatic drug-drug/drug-food interaction checks and allergy checks, standard drug dosages and patient education information, such as describing common side effects. Recurring alerts remind clinicians of intervals for preventive care and track referrals and test results.

What role do health information management professionals play in the delivery of health care in the United States?


Health information management professionals play a critical role in the delivery of healthcare.  They focus on the collection, maintenance and use of quality data to support the information-intensive and information-reliant healthcare system. They work with clinical, epidemiological, demographic, financial, reference, and coded healthcare data. Health information administrators plan information systems, develop health policy, and identify current and future information needs. In addition, they apply the science of informatics to the collection, storage, use, and transmission of information.
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
