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Androgynous style: 
Used in fashion as a "look" of a female resembling a male. Being neither distinguishably masculine nor feminine in dress or appearance.

Baby-doll dress: 
A short, sometimes sleeveless, loose fitting dress popular in the late 2000’s

Boutique: 
A small shopping outlet, especially one that specializes in elite and fashionable items such as clothing and jewelry.

Clientèle: 
The clients of a professional person or practice considered as a group, a body of customers. 

Couturier: 
A couturier is a person involved in the clothing fashion industry who makes original garments to order for private clients. A couturier may make what is known as haute couture. 

Edwardian: 
The Edwardian era in the United Kingdom is the period covering the reign of King Edward VII, 1901 to 1910. 

Empire waist: 
A waist line which is raised above the natural waistline, sometimes as high as right below the bust.

Flapper style: 
A young woman, especially one in the 1920s who showed disdain for conventional dress and behavior. Flappers cut their hair, wore make-up and loved to dance.

Jersey knit: 
Jersey knit is a soft, slightly elastic cloth made from wool, cotton or silk.

Leggings: 
Tight, form-fitting trousers that extend from the waist to the ankles.
Lycra: 
A spandex fiber or fabric used in underwear, swimwear, athletic apparel, etc.

Market Realism: 
An economic term used to describe an inclination toward literal truth in regards to the economic market.
Neoclassical: 
The name given to quite distinct movements in the decorative and visual arts, literature, theatre, music, and architecture that draw upon Western classical art and culture. 

Nostalgic: 
A wistful desire to return in thought or in fact to a former time in one's life; a sentimental yearning for the happiness of a former place or time.
Opulent: 
Luxurious, wealthy, or affluent. Richly supplied; abundant or plentiful.

Parisian: 
A female native of Paris.
Pinafore: 
A sleeveless garment similar to an apron, worn by small girls or women as a dress or an overdress. 

Ready-to-wear: 
The term for factory-made clothing, sold in finished condition, in standardized sizes. This may also be referred to as “off-the-peg” clothing.

Retro style: 
A style of an earlier time that has been revived: said of clothing, hairstyles, etc.

Teddy Boy Style: 
Teddy Boy clothing was a long dress coat, high-waist trousers, a high-necked collar, and a slim tie.  

Vichy Regime: 
The Vichy regime was the French government from July 1940 to August 1944, which succeeded the Third Republic

Zoot suit: 
A suit with high-waisted, wide-legged, tight-cuffed, pegged trousers, and a long coat with wide lapels and wide padded shoulders.
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
