Use the answer key provided to review each question with the class.

Ask students at random to name one thing they learned about the history of fashion and design.

Have one student write the important information on the board.
•
Have students copy notes from the board into their notebooks.
9.
Provide each student with the Fashion History Exam. This will test students on their fashion history knowledge.
