SILENT MOVIE

This assignment incorporates many of the activities that we have done this semester; including, text, graphics, video, digital cameras, and editing software.  It will, therefore, count as your Performance Exam Grade for the semester.

Directions:  The purpose of this video is to use camera angles correctly in order to film a movie without the use of dialogue.  Please note… students are responsible for muting the audio on their video footage… simply turning down the volume on the television upon completion of the project is not acceptable.  You may include music during the editing phase to enhance your video.  The video must be school appropriate (any video containing anything inappropriate for school will not be graded), each group must have a script approved by the instructor (points will be deducted from any video containing scenes not approved), videos should be between 2 and 4 minutes long, and all videos must contain a plot (see rubric below).  Additionally, each video must utilize at least one of the special effects on the Editing Machine (slow motion, fast motion, black/white filtering, etc.).  After creating a script and having it approved by the instructor, your group must follow classroom rules for using video equipment to film the project.  Finally, each group must follow classroom guidelines for using the editing machine or editing software.  It is important to know that no extensions will be granted for any group that fails to follow directions or utilize time appropriately.  Students are allowed ample classtime to complete this project; therefore, any additional time needed or required will be the students’ responsibility.
