Video Project


PURPOSE: You are the producer of your own movie. Each student will be responsible or creating a video that demonstrates ability to storyboard a project, organize props, schedule actors/actresses for video, and capture, edit, and finish a video using Movie Maker. 
It is time to begin planning for your video project. Your video topic must be school-related. The topic must be based on a topic you would learn in a class environment, or a school-spirit related topic. Follow the guidelines below to create your video. 

What type of format can I use?

1. How-to video

2. News broadcast

3. Panel discussion 

4. Old-Timey Black & White—silent video
5.         Reporter live on the scene

What are the requirements for the video? 

1. Time Frame: Minimum time is 2 minutes. Maximum time is 5 minutes. 

2. School Appropriate: Entire video (topic, language, props, etc.) must be G related for school appropriateness. Teacher judges the level of appropriateness.  

3. Storyboard: Scenes from the video mapped out on paper before filming

4. Complete timeline
5. Script: Detailed lines written for each scene in your video

6. Content of Video: Easy to understand, high sound quality, good voice projection, actors memorization of lines 
7. Quality of the Video:  Props, costume, scene, light, noise—all categories will be judged in your video.
What steps to do I take to complete my video? 

1. Read all the requirements of the project. 

2. Choose a topi
3. Decide on a format 

4. Write your video project proposal. 

5. Submit timeline of activities—include day, time, and activity (writing storyboard, rehearsing scenes, filming, capturing video, editing video) Keep in mind that video must be complete by ____________
6. After proposal approval, begin writing storyboard for project. 

7. Gather props and design scene sets

8. Rehearse scenes

9. Film scenes

10. Capture Video—All video will must be completed by your assigned capture time. Bring all required components—tape of video and any external music needed for production of video

11. Edit Video—All video must be captured by your assigned edit time.

12. Generate a finished product in avi format. This must be completed by ____________
13. Present video to class: One group member must introduce the video to the class and the other group member must tell the class about the process of creating the video (for example…the difficulties/strengths of your process of creating your project!)
