Audacity

Modifying Sound File Using Effects
Create an audio file.  You can recite a short poem, nursery rhyme, or tell about something for approximately 30 to 45 seconds.
Another way to get a sound file from the web is to play the file while recording it with audacity.

Edit your audio file by using 3 effects from the EFFECT menu.  Make sure to highlight the part of the sound file you want to edit or Audacity will not let you choose an effect.  Try the following:

· Amplify (change volume to make it louder or softer)

· Change Speed (makes you sound like a chipmunk or possessed by a demon)

· Change Tempo (makes it faster or slower without making you sound like a chipmunk or demon)

· Fade In or Fade Out 

· Normalize (automatically adjusts volume to a “normal” level)

· Repeat (repeats what ever section you pick.  Choose one word or syllable to create a stuttering effect)

· Reverse (plays it backwards)

You can also simply cut, copy, and paste sound clips to put them in different orders or repeat things.
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Try the GENERATE menu to add sections of static (white noise), silence, or a bleep (tone) Use one of the above items from generate.
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Insert a sound wav file into the audio project.
