Hyperlink Quiz



              
Purpose:  Create a presentation that incorporates hyperlinks and action buttons while exploring the concepts of the Electronic Bill of rights. 
Instructions: Create an interactive quiz that meets the following criteria:
You have been hired to create a quiz for your classmates to take to access their knowledge of the electronic bill of rights. Read the electronic bill of rights on the internet at http://courses.cs.vt.edu/professionalism/WorldCodes/Bill_of_Rights.html  
1. Read all the directions for this project. 

2. Create a flowchart for your QUIZ based on the directions below. 

3. Elements to create an interactive quiz in PowerPoint: 
a. Title slide with your name—Include a email link of your name on the title slide
b. A direction slide for the user! 
c. 15 questions that ask about the content of the electronic bill of rights
d. Each question must have a minimum of 2 choices for the answer, but not more than 4 choices.
e. Only 1 right answer may be provided for each question. 
f. Hyperlink your answers to a right and wrong slide. 
g. The right answer slide must include an action button that moves the user on to the next question.
h. The wrong answer slide must include an action button that moves the user back the question for them to try again. 
i. Include at least 2 graphics
j. Include an end slide that congratulates the user on completion of the quiz. This slide should be a certificate that the user prints outs and has to write their name on for completion of your quiz. You must include your name as the creator, what the certificate is for, and a place for the user to WRITE in their name once the slide is printed. Include directions on how the user can print just this ONE slide for credit of completion of the quiz. 


Creativity and originality will be part of your grade. You must use good design principles in the presentation. If you use any items or information from a source that is not your brain you need to give copyright information for the item or information. All information and content must be school appropriate. 

Save your presentation in your folder. Be prepared for a classmate to complete this quiz.
