Creating the SCENE IT Game


Purpose:  To create a game using presentation software
Instructions: 
1. Create a title slide that reveals the name, STATE Game based on the Matel Game SCENE IT, your name, and at least 2 graphics. 



2. Create a direction slide for the alternate title portion of the game. This should tell the audience what to do!! Remember, they have never played this. Be specific! 

3. Create your 3 slides of alternate title slides. These should be timed and reveal the answer after 5-8 seconds.  Include a heading on each slide that indicates movie title. Use text boxes to reveal the alternate name and then 5 seconds later, the original movie name is displayed. 
4. Create a direction slide for your Pict-0-Gram (One Movie and One Actor/Actress) portion of the game. This should tell the audience what to do!!

5. Create your movie slide that reveals your pictures one at a time. Allow time before you reveal the answer. Each picture should be revealed one at a time. The name of the movie should be revealed 5 seconds after the last picture is revealed.


6. Create the actor/actress slide that reveals the pictures to reveal the actor/actress name. Allow time before you reveal the answer. Each picture should be revealed one at a time. The name of the actor/actress should be revealed 5 seconds after the last picture is revealed.

7. Create a direction slide for your Spell Binder portion of the game. This should tell the audience what to do!! You need two movie titles. 


8. Create the slide for the spell binder. Draw rectangle boxes on your screen for each letter of your spell binder. Insert text boxes on top of the drawn boxes to insert your letter. Create drawn boxes and use text boxes to overlap the drawn boxes. All the boxes need to be visible on the screen with letter appearing one at a time. Stagger the letters to reveal your movie title. 

9. Create a second slide for your next spell binder. 

10. Create a direction slide for your Who am I? portion of the game. This should tell the audience what to do!! You need two movie titles.

11. Create a slide for your Who am I? (One Actor and One Actress with at least 5 movies they acted in). I suggest using a 2 column text layout for this site. Include a title: Who am I? List the character name from the movie the actor played in. List the movie title on the right. Set the timing to reveal the actor/actress name 5 seconds after the last movie title. 


12. Add slide transition to your entire presentation so the entire presentation plays automatically. 
13. Watch you presentation. Make sure that each slide appears they way you want it to and according to the directions. 

14. When you have completed your game, save it and print handouts 6 per page. 
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
