Directions: 

You will write a 3 minute speech to inform the class about a topic of your choice. Your written speech will consist of an introductory paragraph, list of details, and closing paragraph.

Topics:

You may choose from the following topics in the entertainment field:

· Music / Musicians

· Sports / Athletes

· Movies / TV

· Books / Authors

· Actors / Actresses / Models / Politicians

Requirements:

· Tell them what you are going to tell them: Introductory paragraph has to be TYPED out word for word. This is what you will say to start your presentation. Try to include a joke or amusing comment to get your audience interested.

· Tell Them: Body must be TYPED in a list or outline style with brief statements of what you will talk about.

· Use bullets, numbers, bolding, underlining, and/or highlighting to list out body items to be said during speech.
· Decide what kinds of visuals you will use.

· Tell Them What You Told Them: Closing paragraph has to be TYPED out word for word. This is a summary of your presentation. Try to wrap up all main parts of your speech.
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
