MS Excel Survey Project- Census Statistics
You are an officer for the Census.  You are to take a survey of ten of your classmates.  You are to ask for the following questions.  Once you gather the information, you are to chart it using any of the charts that are available.  You are not to get their names, just the information. (5 questions; 5 charts, each chart should be on its separate sheet.)  Your charts can vary in color and font, however it should be professional and clear.  Remember, the purpose of creating a chart is to display information in clear and concise method.  When reading your chart, your information should be understandable to the reader.
Create a new Excel workbook and save it as “Survey”.  When completing each chart and the datasheet, make sure that it is named properly.  Each chart and the datasheet should be formatted with complimentary colors and readable fonts.
Create a datasheet first on notebook paper.

The questions are

1. How many brothers and sisters do you have?

2. How old are you?

3. How many classes do you enjoy attending?

4. How many do you not enjoy attending?

5. How many years do you have left in school?

You are to label each column so that it can be recognized on the chart.

(Labels are to be bold and in a creative font that is readable)

You are also to title the worksheet (Example:  Survey of Classmates) 
(Merge and center your title)
Examples of names of labels:

Brothers, Sisters, Ages, Likes, Dislikes, Years of Schools

You may uses these label names or change them.

Create an Average function to average up the ages of your interviewees.

There should be a row average that states “Average Age”
You are to create 2 If functions that determine the greater of each.
If Function 1:

Likes and Dislikes If function will determine if this person has more likes than dislikes.
If the Person has more likes than dislikes, it should produce the Answer of “This person enjoys attending school”, if not it should say “This person does not like attending school”
If Function 2:

Years of School will determine if this person has more than 2 years of schooling.  If the person does not have more than 2 years left, it should produce the answer, “Way to Go” and if the person has 2 or more years left, “Just a little more schooling”.
Remember that an IF function’s format is 

=IF (Condition, x, y)

You must turn in your datasheet, where you gathered your information when the project is due.  Due date:  __________________. This project is worth 200 points, one class work and one test grade.
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
