Gandhi: I want to welcome you all. Every one of you.  We have no secrets. Let us begin by being clear about General Smuts' new law: All Indians must now be fingerprinted, like criminals, men and women. No marriage, other than a Christian marriage, is considered valid. Under this Act, our wives and mothers are whores, and every man here is a bastard. 
Kahn: He has become quite good at this.

Gandhi: And our policemen, passing an Indian dwelling -- I will not call them homes -- may enter and demand the card of any Indian woman whose dwelling it is. 
Understand, he does not have to stand at the door. 
He may enter. 
Muslim Audience Member #1: I will not allow it. 
Muslim Audience Member #2: I swear to Allah: I'll kill the man who offers that insult to my home and my wife. And, let them hang me. 
Audience Member #3: I say, talk means nothing! Kill a few officials before they disgrace one Indian woman! Then, they might think twice about such laws! 

Audience Member #4: In that cause, I would be willing to die!!
Gandhi: I praise such courage. I need such courage because in this cause I, too, am prepared to die. But, my friend, there is no cause for which I am prepared to kill. Whatever they do to us, we will attack no one, kill no one, but we will not give our fingerprints -- not one of us. 
They will imprison us, and they will fine us. They will seize our possessions, but they cannot take away our self-respect if we do not give it to them.   
Audience Member #5: Have you been to prison?! They beat us and torture us! I say that we should -- 

Gandhi: I am asking you to fight! To fight against their anger, not to provoke it. We will not strike a blow, but we will receive them. And through our pain we will make them see their injustice, and it will hurt -- as all fighting hurts. But we cannot lose. We cannot. They may torture my body, break my bones, even kill me. Then, they will have my dead body -- not my obedience. 

We are Hindu and Muslim, children of God, each one of us. Let us take a solemn oath, in His name, that come what may we will not submit to this law.

Rocky Pleads His Case before The Pennsylvania Athletic Commission

Commission Chair: This plenary session of the Pennsylvania Athletic Commission is convened in order to consider the application of Rocky Balboa for the issuance of a discretionary professional boxing license, due to his ineligibility to be licensed as a matter of right. Mr. Balboa, you're welcome here. Since you're representing yourself, we invite you to make an opening statement if you'd like to. 

Rocky Balboa: Naw, I was just curious how I did. That's all.
Commission Chair: Alright, well, the medical advisory board has informed us that the battery of tests to which you’ve been subjected -- you’ve passed these tests with flying colors and we congratulate you for that. 
Rocky Balboa: Thanks.
Commission Chair: However, this commission, in good conscience, cannot recommend you for a license, and we therefore deny your application.
Rocky Balboa: Didn’t I do what you asked?

Commission Rep: Yes, you did.

Rocky Balboa: So I should get a license, right?
Commission Rep: Not exactly.
Rocky Balboa: So why’d you give me all them tests if you was never passing me?
Commission Chair: We’ve got to stand by our decision here and we have to deny your request for a license at this time.

 Rocky Balboa: Yo, don’t I got some rights?
Commission Chair: What rights do you think you’re referring to?

Rocky Balboa: "Rights," like in that official paper that they wrote down the street there.

Commission Chair: That’s the Bill of Rights.
Rocky Balboa: Yeah, yeah, the Bill of Rights. Don’t it say something about going after what makes you happy.
Commission Chair: No, that’s the pursuit of happiness, but what’s your point?
Rocky Balboa: My point is, I’m pursuing somethin' and nobody looks too happy about it.
Commission Chair: But, we’re just looking out for your interests.

Rocky Balboa: I appreciate that, but maybe you’re looking out for your interests just a little bit more. I mean you shouldn’t be asking people to come down here and pay the freight on something they paid that still ain’t good enough. I mean you think that’s right? I mean maybe you’re doing your job, but why you gotta stop me from doing mine? 'Cause if you’re willing to go through all the battling you gotta go through to get where you wanna get -- Who’s got the right to stop you? I mean maybe some of you guys got something you never finished, something you really wanna do, something you never said to somebody -- somethin'! -- and you’re told "No," even after you pay your dues? Who’s got the right to tell you that? Who? Nobody. It’s your right to listen to your gut. It ain’t nobody’s right to say "No" after you earned the right to be where you wanna be and do what you wanna do.

Rocky Balboa: You know, the older I get, the more things I gotta leave behind. That’s life. The only thing I’m asking you guys to leave on the table is what’s right....

"Glory" (1989)
General George Crockett Strong Discusses the Strategic Importance of Fort Wagner
General Strong: No one will ever take Charleston without first silencing the forts which protect its harbor.
And the first one that must be taken is that -- Fort Wagner. 

Wagner mounts a ten-inch Columbiad, three smoothbore thirty-two pounders, a forty-two pound Carronade, a ten-inch Coast Mortar and four twelve-pound Howitzers -- plus a garrison of about a thousand men. As many of you gentlemen may be aware, for the last four days our navy has weakened Wagner with a constant barrage. Headquarters has determined a time for our attack. We will proceed with a direct frontal assault tomorrow at dusk. 

The problem, gentlemen, is the approach. 

The ocean and the marsh leave only a narrow strip of sand, a natural defile through which we can only send one regiment at a time. Now our best hope is that leading regiment can keep the Rebs occupied long enough for reinforcements to exploit the breach. Needless to say, casualties in the leading regiment may be extreme.

Colonel Shaw: General Strong, the 54th Massachusetts requests the honor of leading the attack on Fort Wagner.

General Strong: It's Colonel Shaw, isn't it? 
Colonel Shaw: Yes, sir. 
General Strong: You and your men haven't slept for two days. 

Colonel Shaw: That's right, sir. 

General Strong: You think they have the strength to lead this charge?

Colonel Shaw: There's more to fighting than rest, sir. There's character. There's strength of heart. You should have seen us in action two days ago. We were a sight to see. We'll be ready, sir.
