Purpose:  To take digital pictures and format them in various sizes and formats. 
Instructions: 

With a partner, take at least six digital images of yourself. You will be the model and then the photographer.  Each picture needs to be taken from a different view of your face. You can capture head shots, whole body shots, looking back, looking away, and from other angles. Remember, the light should be on your face not behind you. 
Once you have your digital images, look at all the images and decide which image is the best of you. The best image should be your large image. 

1. Open PowerPoint. Format your page for Portrait design. 

2. Select a background color or design for your page that compliments your photos. 

3. Insert your pictures on the page in the format shown on this page. Crop and adjust each picture as needed. Remember, you are showing the different angles of your face in the photos.  


4. The picture that you like the best should be the largest photo. 

5. Place each of the other five photos on the page in the format shown to the left. 


6. Crop, edit, and resize the photos as needed to improve appearance. 

7. You should space each photo the same distance apart. 

8. The width of your pictures is your decision, but  the pictures must fit in the selected portion on the page. 

9. Make sure the space between your pictures is even—including the large image. 


10.  Save the file as capture the moment. 


11.  Print in color. 


12.   Write your name on the back, and turn in the document. 
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
