Purpose:  To demonstrate your ability to select, copy, paste, resize, and manipulate a photograph in Photoshop.  You will also demonstrate your understanding of layers in enhancing a picture.
Instructions: Place your face on the body of a famous person:

1. Find a large picture of a person on the Internet that you want to put your face on.  Make sure that the picture you use meets the school’s dress code, and presents school appropriate material.
2. Then use the digital camera to take another picture of you with your head at the same angle and tilt that is represented in the “Famous Body” picture that you chose in the first step.  Be sure to pull your hair back, take off glasses, etc. for this picture.
3. Have both pictures up in Photoshop, and turn on the rulers from the view menu.

4. Select the hair (hat, glasses, helmet, etc) that is in front of or around the face of your “Famous” person.  Then copy and paste those things on another layer.  Be sure to label all of your layers.
5. Go to your picture and resize your picture so that it will match the size needed on your “Famous Body” picture.  Hint:  Use the rulers to see how wide and tall the face is, then go to the Image menu and go down to Image Size to adjust the size of your picture.
6. Now select your face only and copy & paste it into the “Famous Body” picture.
7. Order the layers so that the hair and glasses will be on your face and your face is on top of the body and it covers the “Famous” person’s face.
8. Use the hue and tint that you learned from the Martian Project to smooth out the differences in the skin tones.
9. Save your file as a Photoshop file so that we can make some adjustments to it after I have checked it.
10. Then save it as a JPG (.jpeg) file in the proper folder on the network drive.
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
