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· Toolbox – where all the selection tools, painting and editing tools, and viewing tools can be found.
· In PhotoShop, several tools can apply color, including:  paintbrush, airbrush, and paint bucket.

· Painting tools- used to add color to artwork.

· Magnetic lasso tool - differentiates between colors as you draw.
· Paintbrush tool - paints brush strokes.

· Gradient tool - creates a gradual blend between multiple colors. 

· Move tool - moves selections, layers, and guides.

· Rectangular marquee tool - makes rectangular selections.

· Lasso tool - lets you make a freehand selection around an area.

· History brush - erases pixels and restores parts of an image to a previously saved state.

· Magic wand tool - selects adjacent pixels based on their similarity in color.

· Mask - lets you isolate an area of an image so that changes affect just the selected area and not the rest of the image.

· Quick masks - temporary masks.

· Images can be brought into the Photoshop program by a variety of methods including:  scanning a photograph, capturing a video image, importing digital pictures, etc.

· Individual layers can be displayed or hidden by clicking on the eye icon.
· The first layer of an image is called the background layer.

· The default background color in Photoshop is white.
· In Photoshop, text is placed on a new layer.
· "Flattening" means reducing all layers to one.
· Opacity - the absence of color or pixels (it is indicated by a checkerboard pattern).
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
