1. Launch Photoshop.
2. Insert the original image.
3. Make a copy of the layer so you are not working on the background layer.
a. Click layer, duplicate layer.
b. Name this layer Liquify.
c. Be sure to click on your Liquify layer to work – not Background.
4. Use the Liquify option under the Filter menu to alter to appearance of the image.
a. Try other options such as pinch and bloat as well as some filters.
5. Practice with each of the tools and be sure to save frequently.
6. Use the text tool to put a caption on your Liquified Image.
7. Apply text effects that you learned in Project 5 to make your text unique.
8. Save the image as Liquify and change the file type to .jpg
9. Open either MS Word or PowerPoint.
10. Insert your image and enlarge it to fit the page.
11. Print the image once as a black and white to check margins.
12. Print a final copy to the color printer – do not write on the front of the printout.
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
