TERMS AND CONDITIONS FOR INTERNET USE

The intent of this agreement is to insure that users will comply with all Network and Internet acceptable use policies implemented by the _____ County Board of Education 

Acceptable Use – The purpose of providing Internet access to students and staff is to support curriculum and administrative goals consistent with the educational objectives of _____  County School System. Use of other organization’s networks or computing resources must comply with the rules appropriate for the network. Transmission of any material in violation of any U.S. or state regulation is prohibited. This includes, but is not limited to, copyrighted material, threatening material, or obscene or sexually explicit material. 

DEFINITIONS: 

Users: School system employees and students who gain access to _____ Net (the _____  County Schools network) from any access point, whether inside or outside a school facility. 

Network: The resources and information on the _____  County Schools Network (_____ Net) and the Internet. This includes Local Area Networks (LANs) within any school system facility, the school system Wide Area Network (WAN), Internet connections, the Internet itself, and all hardware, software, and 31 telecommunications equipment and services which are a part of those networks. Hereafter, the LANs WAN, Internet, hardware, software, and telecommunications will be referred to as the Network. 

Privileges – The use of _____ Net is a privilege, not a right. The guidelines outlined describe appropriate and inappropriate use. Inappropriate use may result in discipline up to and including permanent revocation of Network privileges, suspension, or expulsion. The administration, faculty, and staff of the _____  County School System may request the Director of Information Systems to deny, revoke, or suspend specific user accounts. Users agree to take responsibility for their actions on the Network and follow these guidelines: 

 I will accept personal responsibility for appropriate use of my computer station, the Network, and related items. 

 I will assist in keeping equipment in proper working order. 

 I will report to appropriate persons any security problem, misuse, or failure of hardware, software, and/or the Network. 

If users are not able to act responsibly while using the Network and privileges are ultimately revoked, an appeal process to regain revoked Network privileges begins at the user’s school building and extends to the Director of Information Technology Services, the Superintendent and the Board of Education. 

Netiquette – Users are expected to abide by the generally accepted rules of network etiquette. These include, but are not limited to, the following: 

 Be polite. Do not write or send abusive messages to others. 

 Use appropriate language. Do not swear, use vulgarities, or any other inappropriate language. 

 Do not create, view, distribute, or share pornography, obscene or sexually explicit materials. 

 Do not download, use, or share materials with a strictly entertainment value (i.e. games & game demos and patches, commercial music files, promotional videos, etc.) 

 Do not reveal your personal home address or phone numbers or that of other students or colleagues. 

 Note that electronic mail (e-mail) is a district asset and not a private communication medium. All messages sent over the district email system are the property of _____  County Schools and may be audited. 

 Do not use the Network in such a way that you would disrupt the use of the Network by other students or staff. (e.g: downloading huge files during prime time, sending mass e-mail messages). 

All communications and information accessible via the Network should be assumed to be the property of the _____  County School System. 

Security – Security on any computer system is a high priority, especially when the system involves many users. If you feel you have identified a security problem on _____ Net or any Network access point, you must notify a system administrator. 

Users will not respond to unsolicited online contact. Users who respond to online contacts or advertising will be responsible for any future financial obligations they may encounter and held accountable for their actions. 32 

Vandalism / Misuse – On-line vandalism will result in immediate cancellation of privileges and may result in harsher action based on the severity of the offense. On-line vandalism is defined as any malicious attempt to harm or destroy data of another user, _____ Net, or any of the agencies or other networks that are connected to the Internet. This includes, but is not limited to, 

 The uploading or creating of computer viruses 

 Malicious use of _____ Net through hate mail, harassment, profanity, vulgar statements, or discriminatory remarks 

 Interfering with others’ use of _____ Net 

 Extensive use for non-educational communication 

 Illegal installation of copyrighted software 

 Unauthorized copying or distribution of licensed or copyrighted software 

 Violating state or federal laws including copyright, computer fraud and abuse, and obscenity laws 

It is possible for users to purchase goods and services via the Internet, and those purchases could potentially result in unwanted financial obligations. Students are prohibited from purchasing goods or services on _____ Net. 

Students will not be allowed to subscribe to listservs, news groups or chat lines unless the parent/guardian and the teacher (due to a class assignment or paper) provide specific written permission for such access. 

Exception of Terms and Conditions – All terms and conditions as stated in this document are applicable to the _____  County Schools. These terms and conditions reflect the entire agreement of the parties and supersede all prior oral or written agreements and understandings of the parties. These terms and conditions shall be governed and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the State of Georgia and the United States of America.

 Information stored on _____  County School system diskettes, hard drives, or servers 

 Information retrieved through _____  County School System computers, networks, or online resources. 

 Personal property used to access _____  County School System computers, networks, or online resources 

 Unauthorized financial obligations resulting from the use of _____  County School System resources and accounts to access the Network 

The _____  County School system does not warrant that the functions of the system will meet any specific requirements the user may have, nor that it will be error free nor uninterrupted. The school system shall not be liable for any direct or indirect, incidental or consequential damages (including lost data, information, or time) sustained or incurred in connection with the use, operation, or inability to use the system. 

The _____  County School System will periodically make determination as to whether specific uses of the Network are consistent with the acceptable-use policy and agreement. _____  County School System reserves the right to log Internet 33 use and to monitor all aspects of network use such as electronic mail and storage space utilization by students and staff. 

The _____  County School System reserves the right to remove a user’s account on the Internet to prevent unauthorized activity.
