b. Each candle costs $11.00.  FBLA Organization earns $5.00 profit on each candle.
c. Add a creative title to the spreadsheet in A1 and then merge and center over the spreadsheet.

d. Enhance the title by changing the font (your choice) and size to 20pt, bold.

e. Shade the title cells – light yellow.

f. Wrap cells for column headings – ALT+ENTER 
g. Center column headings

h. Enter a formula in F to calculate the total number of candles sold by each person.

i. Enter a formula in G to calculate the total number total sales for each person.
j. Use auto sum to calculate the total of each candle scent.
k. Enter a formula to calculate total sales of All.

l. Enter a function to calculate average sale of each member.  Format with currency, 2 decimals.

m. Enter a function to calculate maximum sale of each member.  Format with currency, 2 decimals.

n. Enter a function to calculate minimum sale of each member.

o. Enter a formula to calculate the number of candles sold.  Format with number, no decimals.  Format with currency, 2 decimals.

p. Enter a formula to calculate the estimated profit for our FBLA organization.  Format with currency, 2 decimals.

Remove the legend.  Save your chart and resize it so that it appears attractively in the spreadsheet document.  Make sure the document fits on one page.
