ORGANIZATIONAL CHARTS WITH POWERPOINT

DIRECTIONS:  

A family tree is a chart representing family relationships in a conventional tree structure.  How will your tree look? Begin by outlining your family tree beginning with yourself at bottom and then branch off with your parents. From there, include your grandparents. Ask your parents for help with names etc. The details for the items on each tree is up to you, but the more detailed the better. 

Look at sample family tree’s on the internet. Do you need to research the genealogy behind your family? 

Once you have outlined your family structure, create your family tree using an organizational chart in PowerPoint. Be creative in layout and design.  
Once you have finished your family tree, save and print in color. 

Option for creating your organization chart. 
1. Create an organizational chart of your family tree – either side of your family

2. Begin with your grandparents as the partnership – top managers

3. Include your parent (father or mother) as the next level of management with the other parent as the assistant

4. On the same level will be you aunts and uncles (If you want to include their spouses as assistants, that would be great)

5. On the next level will be you and your brothers and/or sisters.  It’s not necessary to include cousins as this might get too large


 You may alter the layout and design, but must be easy to follow and understand.
