Using Database Functions and Pivot Tables

1. Using the DVDInventory Excel file, have students use database functions to find totals in the movie workbook.  Students should use the Insert command and the fx button to enter the commands for the following:

a. DAVERAGE – answer in E96

b. DCOUNT – answer in E97

c. DMAX – Answer in E98

d. DMIN – answer in E99

e. DSUM – Answer in E100

f. Save file as DVDInventoryDB.  Print your answers.

g. Print again showing your formulas.

2. Using the DVDInventory file, create a pivot table to show ratings (column labels) and category (row labels).  Also county the ratings for each category.  Save the pivot table sheet as pivot1.  Print your pivot table results.

3. Create a second pivot table to show category (row label), price (row label), and rating (column label) as well as find a sum for the price category.  Label this sheet tab as pivot2.  Print your results.
4. Create a pivot chart to show category as legend fields, rating as axis fields, and also count category for values.  Label this sheet tab as pchart and print your results.
