Stock Performance Analysis – Part II
1.  Create and record a macro name PrintTable.  The description should say Prints the table.  Record the macro to print a table area.  Select the Range A6:B9.  Click on Page Layout, print area, set print area.  Click the QuickPrint button on the Quick Access toolbar.  Stop recording.  Run the macro to print the table data.
2. Add a comment to the Stock Average SemiAnnual Summary sheet in B7 that reads, “Best Performing Stock”.

3. Add a comment in B9 that reads, “Worst Stock”.

4. Print your comments at the end of the worksheet.

5. Delete the comment in B7.

6. Edit the comment in B9 to read “Most Volatile Stock”.

7. Add a custom header to include your name at the left, the date and time in the center, and the filename at the right.
8. Print comments as displayed.

9. Prepare a memo to student stockbrokers from you.  Use the current date and stock performance as the subject.

a. Enter the following data and export from Excel as needed:

Stock performance over the past six months has shown steady earnings for several stock categories.  Stock prices changed monthly with one stock being more volatile than the others resulting in the current average stock price for Aflac of $62.72.  Details of each average stock price are provided in the worksheet below.

Stocks were tracked over a six-month period with Google listed as the best performing stock.  Google’s average price was $646.51 over the charted period.  The amount is slightly above the expected average price for the end of the second quarter.  The following chart shows average prices for each stock reported during the six month period.
