Sequence of Instruction


1.  Identify the Standards. Standards should be posted in the classroom for each lesson.


2.  Review Essential Questions.


3.  Identify and review the unit vocabulary. 


4.  Lesson Introduction Activity

5.  Teaching Procedure:
Introduction and Mental Set

Divide students into groups and ask them to list five qualities they feel define a leader. Groups will share their responses, and then explain how they feel these qualities are cultivated and developed in students.

1) What are the roles of officers and committees in a successful chapter?

a. List and explain the duties of the Constitutional officers (if time permits, have students stand in the positions of officers in a meeting room and read the opening ceremony).

b. Explain different systems of electing officers.

c. Discuss the importance of committees (primary emphasis should be on the various committees that develop and execute the Program of Activities).

d. Emphasize the fact that numerous members can serve on committees, which will give them the chance to see how the chapter works and contribute to the activities of the chapter.

e. Finally, reiterate to students that officers and committees are members who take a lead role in building and maintaining the chapter, and make sure that students understand how they can become involved in leadership positions.

2) What are the camps and conferences available for FFA members?

a. Begin by discussing the fact that although leadership is a process based on experience, FFA offers events that can greatly enhance one’s leadership potential and skills.

b. Discuss State FFA Convention (pictures from gaaged.org, personal stories of students, DVDs from website are all good tools to convey the experience).

c. Discuss National Convention (DVDs, ffa.org website, New Horizons)

d. Describe Greenhand Jamboree, Career Conference, COLT

e. Discuss WLC using informational videos from National FFA

f. Inform students about the opportunity to attend FFA/FCCLA Leadership Camp (camp video, pictures, student stories, list activities and explain Team of the Week competition)

3) What are the FFA Leadership Career Development Events?

a. Give a brief description of each of the ten national leadership CDEs*
i. Agricultural Communications
ii. Agricultural Issues
iii. Ag Sales 
iv. Creed Speaking
v. Extemporaneous Public Speaking
vi. Farm Business Management 
vii. Job Interview
viii. Marketing Plan
ix. Parliamentary Procedure
x. Prepared Public Speaking

b.   Have students explain the skills that might be developed in each of these activities, and give more information to any students interested in particular events.

Conclusion

Have students look at their leadership skills lists once more. Tell students to match up the skills with the different activities in which the skills are developed, then explain that there are numerous ways to become a better leader through FFA; the key is finding the area in which one is personally interested.
