Introduction and Mental Set

Have students bring I or name plants or plant parts that are aesthetically pleasing to them.  Discuss Why.  Show students examples of plants that have aesthetic value.  Examples may include:

-roses for their smell

-rare plants for their beauty

-herbs for their flavors in cooking

Discussion

1. Define aesthetic and ornamental plants for students:


A. Aesthetic:  evaluation of elements of the environment in relation to human perceptual qualities of sight, sound, smell, touch, taste, and freedom of movement.


B. Aesthetic value:  the value or pleasure that anything of beauty gives to humans.


C. Ornamental plants:  plants produced for their beauty.

2. Why do people have plants?  Answers may include:


A. enjoyment of planting


B. enjoyment of a plant’s beauty


C. to clean the air


D. decoration


E. landscape


F. medicinal purposes

3. Have each student name a place in the community that they believe is the most aesthetically pleasing.  Have them write a paragraph or short essay describing the place.

4. What area of plant science would the study of the aesthetic value of plants come under?


Horticulture and floriculture

5. Define horticulture, ornamental horticulture and floriculture.


A. Horticulture:  The science of agriculture which relates to the cultivation of gardens or orchards, including the growing of vegetables, fruits, flowers, and ornamental shrubs and trees.


B. Ornamental horticulture:  The science of producing plants for their beauty.


C. Floriculture:  The cultivation of ornamental flowering plants.

6. What are some of the common uses for plants as aesthetic values?


A. Home landscape - increases home property value.


B. Psychological - brings peace and comfort feelings; given when family member or friend is in the hospital to bring cheer.


C. Recreational - shrubs enhance athletic fields, grass provides cushion and protection on athletic fields.


D. Interiorscape - increase air quality, provides setting.

7. The community square (city center) is poorly used by the citizens, unkept and littered.  The city council has surveyed the community and the majority of citizens want to see this eyesore either developed or paved over for additional parking for downtown merchants.  Our class has been asked to analyze the situation and make recommendations to the city council.  Display and handout transparency 11.3.1.  Use teachers reference - handout 11.3.2 for ideas.

Summary

Define the terms horticulture, ornamental horticulture, and floriculture.

Evaluation

Have the students select a place in the community that they believe is the least aesthetically pleasing to the eye.  Have them write an essay on why the area is not aesthetically pleasing, and what would they do specifically to make the area more pleasing.
