Steps for creating a Continuous Foundation Plan


	Step 1
	Trace the outside of the exterior walls of the house using a continuous line type.



	Step 2
	Draw another line 8” inside the first line. These two lines represent the foundation wall or stem wall.



	Step 3
	Draw a line 4” outside if the house is to have masonry veneer.



	Step 4
	Draw a dashed line 4” outside these two lines. The dashed lines represent the footing.



	Step 5
	Draw the foundation for the fireplace if one exists.



	Step 6
	Show any doors, windows or vents that are to be located in the foundation.



	Step 7
	Draw piers and footings.



	Step 8
	Draw the supporting beam if one is required.



	Step 9
	Show the size, spacing and direction of the floor joists.



	Step 10
	Identify location for sections using the proper cutting plane lines.



	Step 11
	Dimension the plan and add necessary notes.


Steps for creating a Slab Foundation Plan

	Step 1
	Trace the outside of the exterior walls of the house using a continuous line type.

	Draw another line 8” inside the first line only where a foundation wall or stem wall is to be located.



	Step 3
	Draw a line 4” outside if the house is to have masonry veneer.



	Step 4
	Draw a dashed line 4” outside these two lines. The dashed lines represent the footing.

	Draw the footing for the fireplace if one exists.



	Step 6
	Show any doors, windows or vents that are to be located in the foundation.



	Step 7
	Draw piers and footings.



	Step 8
	Draw interior supports where required.



	Step 9
	Show drains where needed.

	Identify location for sections using the proper cutting plane lines.

	Dimension the plan and add necessary notes.
