Part 1 Internet research and paper

You are going to write a short paper about your career choice.  You should research and address these points in your project. (It should go without saying that all writing must be original and in your own words.)  This paper is to be double spaced and not fewer than three pages plus the bibliography.
For example, a paper properly written on architects would contain the following:
1. Type of work architects do

2. Type of training or education required to be an architect

3. Beginning salary for U.S. architects

4. Prediction for the number of architects needed within the next 10 years

5. Attributes generally required for people in architecture

6.  Any licenses or certification required for architects
If you have difficulty finding a place to start your paper, this website is an excellent resource—http://www.occupationalinfo.org/contents.html.  On the home page, go to Occupational Categories, Divisions, and Groups.  Also look on the Georgia secretary of state’s website for certification or licensure requirements.  AIA, the American Institute of Architects is a site if you’re interested in architecture.
In your paper, include one visual aid to help illustrate your career.  This can be Word clip art, an imported Internet image, or a scanned image. 

Go to www.google.com and click on the advanced search and change the results from 10 to 100.  Using this search engine, begin to research your career.

You need to turn in a bibliography of all the sites you used for your research.  This is the APA style format for citing Internet sources.
