Diameter is the distance across a circle from edge to edge passing through the center point.
Radius is the distance from the center point to the edge of an arc or circle.

A fillet is dimensioned by its radius.

A round is dimensioned by its radius.

A leader line showing radius can go from the center point of an arc or can point to the center but stop on the edge of the arc.
