Knowledge from this Unit:  
• 
The Federal Communications Commission (FCC) is an independent United States government agency.  It regulates interstate and international communications by radio, television, wire, satellite and cable
•
The electric telegraph was one of the first telecommunications technologies of the industrial age.  It works by breaking an electric current that is sent through a wire in a particular pattern.   This indicates letters or phrases.  This is called Morse Code, named after Samuel Morse. 

· In 1876, Alexander Graham Bell created the Electrical Speech Machine.  It used electricity and magnets to send the sound of a voice over long distances.  This needed to be transmitted by wire.  

· In 1901, Guglielmo Marcon sent a wireless signal from Ireland to Canada.  Marconi proved that sound could be transmitted through the air.  

· In 1906 Reginald Fessedan introduced radio.  He developed a system to transmit sound waves wirelessly between two points.  

· In 1876, Eugene Goldstein introduced the term “cathode rays” to describe the light emitted when an electric current was forced through a vacuum tube.

· In 1881 Paul Nipkow developed a way to electrically transmit images using spinning metal disks.

· In 1921 a radio network was established by AT&T.  It made money from advertisements.  

· In 1939 – RCA the first presidential speech was broadcast on television at the World’s Fair.

· In 2009, all full power television stations in the United States stopped analog broadcasts and were required to broadcast in a digital format.  This has freed up the airwaves for use by emergency responders.  

· Recent technological and programming developments:  YouTube, Vimeo, MySpace, Facebook, Camera phones, Twitter, Wikipedia, Reality TV, text messaging, VOIP, video on web sites.
· 98.5 % of US households have at least 1 TV.
· The average American watches close to four hours of TV each day. 
· 81% of children ages 2 – 7 watch TV alone and unsupervised.
· Children who watch 10 or more hours of TV a week suffer negative academic effects.

· By age 18, the average American child sees 200,000 violent acts on TV.

· 4% of violent programs show nonviolent alternatives to solve problems.

 For the History of TV unit, I suggest breaking your class into teacher appointed groups. 

Day 1
a) Assign each group a portion of the History of TV Worksheet to complete (one or two sections depending on the number of students).
b) Students will use a computer and internet address provided to find answers.

Day 2  
Students will create a poster which will include the number of their questions, the answers, an illustration and the group member’s names. Instructor must check these for accuracy before the Gallery Tour.  

Day 3  
Gallery Tour

Students will tour all posters to gather the remaining information on their worksheets.

How:  Tape all posters to a hallway outside your classroom.  Remind students that this is a gallery tour, and just like in an art gallery, they need to be quiet.

Students begin at their own poster.  When the teacher gives the signal (just say move or rotate) students will move to the poster to their right.  Give them a few minutes to gather all the information.  Then rotate again.  

Students really enjoy doing this.  Remind them to gather all the facts. They may use their worksheets for an open note test.

· Present the History of Mass Media PowerPoint.  Encourage comment and discussion after each slide.

Ask the students , what do you think?  Have you experienced this?   How many hours a day do you watch TV?  Do you have a television in your bedroom?  How many TV’s in your home?  The point is to get them thinking.

Students write a 1 page essay - Their opinion of the facts presented.  Were they surprised?  Not? Why? They should give personal examples.
