a. Steady camera shots, can level cam for all terrains.  


b. Cam op can attain smooth cam moves using pan and tilt handles

5. What is the difference between a friction head and a fluid head?


Friction head – produces friction between the two pieces of metal to restrict movement.  
Inexpensive, consumer


Fluid head – thick fluid – oil or grease between two pieces of metal for additional 
resistance to movement.  Always has resistance.  Creates smooth cam moves.  Found in 
professional tripods.

6. What are the appropriate materials to use when cleaning a camera lens?


a. Wipe dirt away using photographic paper ONLY.

b. Use compressed air from a can to blow dirt off lens. Never try to blow dirt off with 
your breath.
7. What should NOT be used to clean a camera lens?
