1) Certification: a document stating that an individual is certified to do a specific job. These programs are offered without a degree.

2) Labor Union: An organization of workers formed for the purpose of advancing its members’ interests in respect to wages, benefits, and working conditions.

3) Entry Level Position: a job offered to an inexperienced individual, usually pay is low but, experience, training, and the ability to move up within the company in the future are present.

4) Benefits: extras offered to employees such as health insurance, life insurance, disability insurance, and paid vacation. 

5) Salary: a set amount of money paid per year for a job, paid weekly, biweekly, or monthly.
6) Hourly Pay: a person’s earnings depend on the amount of hours they work, such as $10 per hour.

7) Free lance or Contract: Individuals hired for a specific project. They earn a set amount for the project. The individuals will only receive the amount when the job is complete.
