Note to the teacher

The major goal for the Broadcast/Video production 3 course is for students to demonstrate the skills developed in BVP1 and BVP2.  BVP3 is a performance-based, cap-stone course.  Students will complete one or more major projects determined by the teacher to demonstrate their abilities in broadcast and video production.   

The GPS for this course suggests two major projects, one as an individual project and the second as a team project. A teamwork unit has been included as the second unit followed by the team project as the third and final unit.
