· the same background applied to all slides – a design template of your choice or you can create a your own background.  The background must be clear, attractive, and professional. 

· 4 graphics that complements the message of the particular slide where the graphic is placed (only 1 graphic per slide)

· slide 1 - a title slide layout with a catchy title and your first and last name as the presenter

· slide 2 – a listing and brief description of at least 2 hot career options available in accounting – ex:  forensic accounting

· slide 3 – an overview/job description & list at least 3 specific work activities -- What is a CPA & Where do they work? What do they do?
· slide 4 – list all of the requirements to become a CPA? 

· slide 5 -  use the table layout to create a table that lists wages for both public and corporate accounting based on years of experience.  Also include a list of the salaries associated with the standard advancements in the accounting profession (ex:  Public Accounting - staff, senior, manager, and partner) 
· slide 6 –  describe the employment outlook – how many accountants are needed, change in demand, percent increase in available jobs, etc.
· slide 7 – list high school courses that will help you prepare for a career in accounting & at least 2 GA colleges that offer a degree in accounting 

· slide 8 – list at least 2 professional accounting organizations/associations - provide the organizations name, website, and brief description of what the organization does 
· slide 9 – list at least 2 companies that provide  scholarships to students interested in pursing a career in accounting – list company’s names, their address and phone number and briefly describe the organization providing the scholarship 

· slide 10  – include information from 1 real CPA exclusive – brief bulleted list summarizing of one of the real CPA exclusive articles found on the startheregoplaces website or from a accountant you personally interview – your list must include a brief description of the company the CPA works for, the steps the CPA took to get to his/her current position, how accounting is used in his/her job/company, how does the CPA use accounting in his/her current position, benefits of his/her job, etc.
· the use of animation of your bulleted text – do not animate the titles on your slides

· the use slide transitions for each slide

· no grammatical and/or spelling errors -- make as many revisions as needed
· by printing a hardcopy of your presentation and handing it in stapled to the grading rubric – printout should be a handout with 6 slides on a page.
