Face Value – the value of the bond given on the instrument, the value the investor will receive at maturity. (Usually in increments of $1000.)
Coupon Rate – The annual rate of interest payable on the bond.

Maturity – the date on which the issuer pays back the face value of the bond.

Market Rate – interest rate available on other bonds and investments in the market place.

Bond prices are quoted as a percentage of face value.  For instance, a bond that sells for 95 will sell for 95% of face value.  A bond selling at 100 will be selling at face value.  A bond selling at 102 will be selling at 102% of face value.
Book Value is Bonds Payable minus the Discount or Bonds Payable plus the  Premium.
Bond – an instrument that represents the legal debt obligation of a corporation or government entity
