Intro to Business – Cookie Bakery Activity

Outline

1. Put students in groups of 2-3

2. Task: come up with the best cookie recipe in the class

*Make additions here if you want to - depending on how you are using the activity*

For example: For an intro marketing activity, have the students create a name, slogan, and advertisement for their cookies. For an intro to entrepreneurship activity, have the students research Mrs. Fields Cookies, Otis Spunkmeyer, Famous Amos or The Great American Cookie Company etc. For an accounting/financial activity, have the students calculate the cost of the cookie.

3. Team up with your FCS teacher, switch labs and have the teams create their cookies.

4. Depending on the above “academic” activity assigned to the cookie making, have students do some sort of presentation of their cookies – market it to the class, general discussion on the cookie pioneers, or discuss the financials of the cookies. 

5. Have a panel of judges come in and “blind taste test” the cookies or take a class survey to talk about tastes and preferences.
