Gone in 60 Seconds!!

When entering an interview, you will have to be prepared for the infamous “So, tell me a little bit about yourself” statement from your interviewer.  What will you say?  What will you talk about?  Will you talk about your accomplishments, your values, your goals, your strengths, your weaknesses?  Will you talk about your college education, your hobbies, your prior experience, or why you deserve the job?  Much of this is already in your resume but your interviewer wants to hear some of it from you.  He/she wants to see how you will describe yourself.  

The key thing about this question is not only your answer but the length of your answer!  We want to keep it short and to the point, yet at the same time have it be powerful and have an impact. So, your assignment is to prepare yourself for your interview which will be next week.  You need to be prepared to answer questions about your future job, the company you chose to interview for and all of the other typical job interview questions such as:

· Why did you leave or are you leaving your last position? 

· Two words that describe you would be…? 

· What are your goals? 

· What are your strengths and weaknesses? 

· Why do you want to work for this company? 

· What can you do for us that other candidates  can’t? 

· What are three positive things people would say about you? 

· Why should we hire you? 

· If you were an animal, which animal would you be and why? 

But, your assignment today is to prepare 45-75 second (no shorter, no longer) testimonial about yourself.  Next week, you will be asked to give 10-15 seconds about the job you are interviewing for and the company, then you will be asked by me, “So, tell me a little bit about yourself” (45-75 seconds), then your peers (who are also on the interview committee) will ask you two questions from the list above, so be prepared!! (You cannot have paper or notecards or anything in your hands at the time of the interview)  Your interview can be no longer than 2 minutes 30 seconds and no shorter than 1 minute and 30 seconds.  Keep your answers short but make them powerful. 

Dress the part, you need to dress appropriately for the interview!  We will request and require that you at least dress business casual (real world, you would probably not go business casual, but strictly business attire).  If you do not know what that means, find out via the internet, a parent or another teacher.

You will get a grading rubric early next week so you know how you will be scored!  Good luck and get ready for the real world!
