GCIS Career Search 

There are multiple “tools” in the GCIS System to help you narrow down both career and higher education choices. This exercise will help you learn what tools are available, as well as help you analyze what might be appropriate for you.  You will create a personal career-search web site for you (to share). I will be grading you on your efforts and I expect you to take it seriously. Any portion not completed, or not completed seriously, will result in an overall grade of zero.

1.    Go through the Occupational Sort option. 

A. There are 21 questions for you to answer (honestly!) – with each response, the number of your possible occupations should decrease  (displayed in the right hand block).  You are finished if you have answered all 21 questions and your list is below 30 occupations. (If you’ve answered all 21 questions and your possible occupations are greater than 30, go back and re-evaluate your answers until you narrow down your selections to 30 or less.)

2.   Go into the Skills option.  

A.    Look through the skills in the left hand box. Select skills that you feel apply to you.  Drag and drop them into the boxes on the right hand side; choose: 

i. UP TO (5) that are Very Satisfying; 

ii. UP TO (10) that are Moderately Satisfying; and

iii. UP TO (20) that are Somewhat Satisfying. You do NOT need to select all of the skills! 

iv. Once complete – click on the “Rate Skills” button on the bottom. Click OK on the next screen.  You will see three different analyses based upon your skill ratings.
