Developing Your Own Currency
You and your family just won the lottery and purchased your own personal island.  Upon completion of setting up the government, you decide it is time to create the currency for the island natives to use.  

You want the currency to be reflective of the following things:

· Your family history

· Where your family is from

· Past, current, and future generations

· Family beliefs and values

· Use 2 symbols (one on front and one on back) that represent your family
· Your new countries belief system

· What does your country value (peace, war, tranquility, equality)
· What are your countries political beliefs
· Use 2 symbols (one on front and one on back) that represent your country
Use Microsoft Paint to make your currency.

You can choose the name of the currency (dollar, peso) and the amount (1, 5, 10, 20).

You must use at least 4 different colors throughout your currency.

You must discuss why you chose each color and what the symbolism is behind the color.

You must also discuss what other pictures you used and what the symbolism is behind it.

Please make this as detailed as possible.  Have fun with it but remember it is representative of you and your family.  Do not put anything on there that you or your parents would not be proud of.

This is due by the end of the day on Friday, if you finish in one class period, you have not done a good enough job and you need to go back and add to your project.
