Materials Needed

Lunch Bags or Paper Grocery Sacks (enough for each student)

Colored Markers or Pencils

Miscellaneous props and clues 

(ex: broken mirror, a note, a broken pencil, a napkin with a phone number, etc)

Computer/Word Processing Software

Outline

1. Inside each bag put three or four clues to a mystery.

2. Give the student the bag, and have them write a mystery story (language arts) using the clues in their bag.

3. After the students write the stories, have the students exchange and try to solve each others’ mysteries and then share with the class.
