Property Law Assignment Ideas:
A.  Bailments:

Define the term Bailment.

Have students divide up into groups and discuss what bailments have taken place for them in the last week.  They should list the different bailments, who was the bailee, who was the bailor, and what level of care was required for each item.

B. Copyright Law

Define copyright.  What makes a piece of work eligible for copyright?  If you write a song and record it, how do you get copyright protection for it?

C. Emails

Are emails you send your own personal property?  What about emails sent from work?

D. Trademarks:
Research the first uses of trademarks and how they have been used through the years.

Compare Patents, copyright, and trademarks.  For each state what it protects, do you have to register the item(s), how long is the protection good for, and give 3 examples of each.
