Computer History Project

We have been discussing computer history.  It is now time for you to do a little research.  This will be a partner activity.

1. The teacher will hand out a copy of a timeline of the history of computers. 

2. Each group will decide on two different events from a certain decade. (Teacher will assign decade) 

3. The groups will then research the events, looking for the following specific items:

a. What was the event?

b. Who was involved in the event?

c. How did the event come about?

d. What was going on in the world at the time of the event?

e. How do the members of your group think this event affected the computer revolution?

Once the group has collected that data and made their decisions, the group has two options.  

4.a Create a MovieMaker or PhotoStory project describing the event you will work on.  Include the items from Step 3 above.   Use the rubric below as a guide for your project.  

4.b.  Design a PowerPoint to present their findings to the class.  The presentations will be compiled by the instructor to present to the whole class.
At the conclusion of your project you will rate yourself and your group members on your contributions.  Make sure you include your sources on either a closing slide or a credit screen in MovieMaker or PhotoStory.
