Working with Files and External Media
Activity 1:

· Start Windows Explorer then expand the My Computer icon.  List the devices under My Computer.

· Open the My Documents folder.  List how many folders are in the My Documents folder on your hard drive.

· Open one of the folders in the My Documents folder, then display the details View.  Are filename extensions showing?  If so, list them and identify which programs would open those files.

· Pick any five files on the computer that you typically use, and write out the full path for each one.  If you can, identify the programs that were used to create each of the files you found.

Activity 2:

· In your school folder create three folders: Music, Web Graphics, and Articles. Within the Music folder, create four additional folders: Jazz, Reggae, Rock and Classical.  Within the Classical folder, create two more folders: Classical MIDI and Classical MP3.

· Use your browser software to connect to the Internet, and then go to a Web site, such as www.zdnet.com or www.cnet.com.  Look for a graphic and download it to your Web Graphics folder.  
· Next, use a search engine like www.google.com or www.yahoo.com to search for “classical MIDI music.”  Download one of the compositions to the Music\Classical\Classical MIDI folder.  Open Window Explorer and expand the directories for your school folder:  Open the Music\Classical\Classical MIDI folder and make sure that your music download appears.  
· Either burn your three main folders onto a disc or save them onto a flash drive. Once you have burned or saved them, navigate again to Music\Classical\Classical MIDI folder where you music download was saved. Capture a screenshot. Turn in the screenshot.
· Write a two paragraph paper on your favorite type of music.  Include the music’s artists, why you like this type of music, etc.  Print it out.  Save as “Your Name Favorite Music” both in My Documents – your folder and on an external type of media of your choice.
