How Information Travels Activity
Steps to activity:

1.  Divide students in groups of 3 or 4.

2. Give each group a mid-size envelope.

3. Have each student write a short note to another member in the group(Instructor note: have it be to either the student to the right or left so that everyone gets a note)

4. Once the notes are written have each student tear their notes in four pieces. They should write the name of the person the note is going to on the back of each piece.
5. Then the leader of the group has all the pieces from everyone’s notes put into the envelope.

6. Once the leader has all the pieces in the envelope he/she shuffles the pieces in the envelope to make sure one note’s pieces are not all together.

7. The leader then starts the envelope around the group, having a member take a piece out of the envelope.

8. If the piece has that person’s name, they keep it…if not, it goes back in the envelope.

9. This will continue until everyone has their completed note.
10. After all groups have gotten their notes the instructor will discuss how this relates to data on a network.
