Using encyclopedia.com, find the answers to the following questions.

1. On the site’s home page, you can search or browse encyclopedia articles alphabetically.  Click the letter, W.  Click the Wom-Wz link.  Scroll down to the World Wide Web entry and then click this link.  What is the definition of the WWW according to the first sentence of this article?  Who is the American computer consultant who promoted the idea of linking documents via hypertext during the 1960s?  What words are hyperlinks with this article?

2. Type “web browser” as the keyword in the search text box and then press the ENTER key or click the Research button.  How many articles discussing Web Browsers are found on the encycopedia.com site?
