Fun and Entertainment

Visit earthcam.com.  View two of the Web cams and describe the scenes.  Visit sandiegozoo.org and see describe what you saw the pandas doing. What are the benefits of having Web cams at these locations?  Write up your answers in 300 words or less.

Travel
