Web Searching

Complete the following search activity using the search methods discussed.

1. Go to Google and search for rules.  How many pages were found?  What is the name of the first page in the list of hits?

2. Now search for backgammon rules.  How many pages were found?  Click on the first page and look for a picture of how a backgammon board is initially set up.  When you find one, print the page.  If you cannot find one on that site, select different pages in the list or hits or perform another search until you find the proper illustration, and then print the page.

3. Perform a new search by clicking the link at the top of the Google page to go to the Advanced Search option.  Use the form fields to perform a search for pages that contain all the words hiking trails Sierra, do not contain the word horse, and have the domain .gov.  After the list of Web pages matching your search criteria is displayed, record the actual search phrase that is now listed in the search box along with the name and URL of the first page displayed in the list of hits.

4. Use Google to search for a Web site that includes a telephone directory.  Go to that site and supply the necessary information to search for yourself in the telephone directory.  (If you are not currently listed in the phone book, search for a family member or friend that you know has a listed number.)  Print the page displaying the requested information.
