Moore’s Law Effect on Development

1. Students will think of an item that has changed in size as it has been developed.  The teacher will lead a discussion of these items, leading to point out that features that have gotten smaller to allow for these changes. One item to look at in particular is the telephone.

3. Once the students complete the article, they will use the internet to research a term found in the article related to the development of the processors and computers in general.

4. They will create a PowerPoint of their findings to present to the class.
