Sorting Activity
After discussion of data structures, the students will be given a cup of different types of beads (these can be purchased from any fabric store or Wal-Mart).  The task will be to sort the beads into categories.  This can be done as individual students or as pairs.  The student(s) will then defend how they sorted the beads.

This would be used as a class activity to assess students understanding of the different ways and uses for sorts.
