Graphic Organizer

Using PowerPoint, ActiveStudio, Word, Inspiration, or another product you are familiar with, create a Graphic Organizer. This worksheet will be used to teach the class about managing data through the process we might call “Making a Backup”. Be thorough.  Create enough boxes, bullet points, etc. to cover all the major information your classmates need to know about a data backup, but leave them plenty of items and room to write their own notes.  You might consider breaking down the process into types of backups, and then cover details such as how often, where to store, what process, what materials, what data, etc. 

Graphic organizers take many shapes. Yours might be an outline, squares, circles, or some other concept or graphic used to make your point. Be creative, but do not lose the intent of the exercise. Some examples might be:
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
