Safety Scenario
Consider what you know about computer work safety. Create a fictional safety hazard situation. By fictional, I mean the true safety of the participants is not a factor. Simulation of unsafe acts may be “Safely” acted out. Under no circumstances should anyone place themselves in real danger.
Set up a scenario where an individual performs some unsafe act. Have observers then respond with correct procedures. They may either demonstrate themselves, or talk the actor through the steps to safely perform the given task.

Possible starter acts may be:

Working on a computer’s motherboard while it is turned on.

Lifting too much weight improperly.

Using a possibly faulty, insulation shredded power cable.
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
