Energy Efficient Doors When They Are Closed

The book had a section describing the ways that windows are being manufactured to be more energy efficient. What about exterior doors, have they been changed?
Conduct a search of internet to find what ways door manufacturers are creating features in doors that make them more energy efficient. Collect page samples from useful sites.
Prepare a report of no less than 200 words and no more that 250 (this assignment description has about 300 words) In the report describe what you find out. Your report must include four different web sites or brochures. The sources must be from manufacturers which advertise their features or from professional instructional home improvement sites which are often linked with television shows.
The sites cannot be from third parties explaining how they installed a door or why they chose the door they installed. You can also use brochures form major lumber retailers (sometimes they have web sites listed on their literature).
In your report you must tell about three different features or innovations that were not described in the book. For instance you can describe wheatherstripping only if the weatherstripping has a characteristic that is not described in the book (some doors have a magnetic strip in the wheatherstripping for a better seal)

Use one paragraph on each feature you find. Use at least two sentences in each paragraph. The items do not need to be all about one door. You can combine what you find from different sources.

Include a brief introduction and conclusion in your essay. Be sure to check spelling and grammar. A few extra points will be awarded for a paper that is word processed.

Print a black and white draft copy of each web site you include in your report and attach it to what you submit. No two students should have all of the same sources for submission.
