BUS SYSTEM
	· Reliable

· Fairly inexpensive

· Covers large territory

· Found in big cities

· Do not have to pay insurance or worry about maintenance
	· Some routes don’t run during certain hours

· Not found in smaller cities

· Inclement weather at bus stop

· System routes may take a while to learn

	SUBWAY


	· Reliable

· Fairly inexpensive

· Covers large territory

· Found in big cities

· Do not have to pay insurance or worry about maintenance
	· Not found in smaller cities

· May be dangerous to travel alone on a subway route

· System routes may take a while to learn



	BICYCLE


	· Do not have to pay insurance or by gas

· Control of route

· Less expensive than a vehicle. 

· Ideal for big cities
	· Maintenance on bikes can be pricey

· Bicycle laws are usually strictly enforced

· Vehicle traffic can be dangerous

· Inclement weather while traveling

· Terrain may be difficult to travel 

· Not ideal for small town travel

· Not ideal for extremely hot or extremely cold weather

· Must have a place to chain bike

	VEHICLE
	· Most convenient 

· In most cases, the quickest option

· Control of route

· Can carry loads or people

· All terrain

· Usually reliable 
	· Most expensive option

· Must pay insurance and tag registration

· Must pay for gas

· Maintenance issues

· Most people who live in the heart of a big city do not have cars

	MOTORCYCLE
	· Ideal for big cities

· Fairly inexpensive 

· Control of route

· Quicker than other options

· Easier to park


	· Must pay for gas

· Maintenance issues

· Must pay insurance and tag registration

· Inclement weather while traveling

· Can be uncomfortable during long rides

· Not meant for all terrains

· Must have motorcycle license

· Must wear a helmet while riding
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
